NOTE 1: HJ 776 would have created a committee to study illegal immigration in Virginia. Only state senators and
delegates would be on the committee. It began with a set of findings that illegal immigration could be a problem.

The Senate Finance Committee substituted HB 1673 for it. Thishill creates a broader-based committee dealing with a
more “comprehensive agenda— the “ costs and benefits’ of immigration, immigrant being defined as “any individual
not acitizen or national of the United States, whether [legal or illegal].” It would be under the control of the
governor. Look for aglowing report.
